C. INSTITUTIONAL HEALTH PROTOCOLS 

 

1. Requirements when Accessing the Campus 
 

- In addition to the minimum health requirements (i.e., body temperature check and 
digital health declaration via the StaySafe.Ph applications and ThoMedSS3), the 
existing No Vax Card, No Entry policy will remain to be enforced.  
 

2. Protocols while On-Campus 
 

- While on-campus, observing physical distance and frequent hand sanitation must 
be accompanied by wearing well-fitted masks, preferably a surgical mask.  

- Wearing a face shield is optional, but must be worn when entering the UST Hospital 

and Health Service. 
 
3. Students’ Preparations before joining LF2F Classes 

 

- An initial RT-PCR screening shall be required only for programs with internship in 

the UST Hospital. 

- A quarantine period of seven (7) days will be required for all those who have 
history of international and local travel outside NCR. 

 
4. Booster Vaccines 

 

- For the time being, fully vaccinated individuals are defined as those who are at
